Thetwo galleries "“INTER" & "CAT'S EYE" presents an exclusive exhibition
programme "THE VEILED LIFE OF FABRICS".

The exposition is composed of the works of young commencing artists rivaling cach ofher in
fhe beauty of colour combinations, in the novelty of forms, technical bravura and daring, The vivid
attistic perception, the fresh dnd spontaneous gift of the patticipants bring ints the focus'of our
atteéntion'a very unusual material of which the works are made, - that-is fabric.

It seems to me that nowadays in Art there is a quest for new ideas. innovative fornis and
matérials. Fora long tinie the long-established attitude towards the works produced of fabrics such
as batik printings, applique works, textile-collages, dolls, embroidery works, costumes and etc: kept
them in the category of ifems for purely utilitarian usape and as such they were not regarded as
works of art worth exhlhmng in Galleries and exhibition Halls. But in: the: field of culture, old
prmuples are. easily discarded, and new values set up. With the use of fabrics a new and no doubt
original genre is coming into being It has the right to exist, it also has its own peculiatities and it
has pone through diffetent stages in ils developiment from items of utilitarian character to
innovations which are the result of inspiration and the search fornew ideas and forms.

As in evety Irend in art the guality of the items produced is different. In our trying times
artists sometimes have to cater [or the undemanding tastes of thase who can provide:an artist with
means for fving huying the works of little artistic-valus. And at the same fime there are works
which are unliikely to ‘make an arfist richer but probably we shall all bedefit from their active.
explotation.of the new theme in Artand eventualily we shall all become richer spiritually.

When the programme was being conceived we-made an atfempt o acquire: exhibits which
could hardly be found af the exhibitions and sales. Preference was given to the profoundly dnginal
itess in which hidlden qualities of fabiries were hrought inta the forefront {were highlighted) and in
which the treatment of the matenal and technigues where nipt traditional - thus the name of the
programme: “THE VEILED LIFE OF FABRICS" - the life which goes beyond the boundaries of

every-day; trivial usage of cloth.

Wamen have always been very close ta things in this or that way connected with the use of
fabrics. Therefore it is.only natural that the names on thelist of pasticiparits are mostly wonien’s
nmnes. We hope that women-aftists will go on promoting this new trend in art, ‘making their
contribution to the development of Russian Applied Art traditions. Maybe they will discover a
whole new-worid hitherto in_cnawn to Art, the wotld of ever-changing lifc of fabrics their glance
was thie first to penetrate. We wish them Good Luck.

Iy the programme we tried 10 present the most significant works of a very wide range of
artists, We have collected whatever we deem. indispensable for infroducing this new genre, the
works which were in our epinion stamped with striking individuality. Outs is a long-term
programme and the process of selecting: exhibits s still in full swing, We hope we will he able ta
fufther entieh our collection and'to involve into the programme the representitives of diffefentart
teends whi are in love with the unusuil material of fdbric, who ety towork out their own original
stule giving 4 new status-to fabric iterss and (the Teeling uf defight to everyone.
